Compounded Drug Testing Report for Fiscal
Year 2007

As part of a program initiated in 2003, the Board continues to test
drug preparations compounded by pharmacies. Inspectors collect prepa-
rations and send them to certified laboratories for potency testing and if
applicable, for sterility testing and presence of endotoxins. The tables
below summarize the dosage forms and number of tests performed on
the various compounds, the failure rates, and compounds that failed
testing. Potency of compounds that failed testing ranged from 21.2%
to 450.4%. An acceptable potency range is considered +/- 10% of the
expected potency, unless a United States Pharmacopeia monograph
states a different range for a specific preparation. When the Board is
notified of unsatisfactory results, pharmacies are asked to complete a
quality assurance review detailing their compounding practices and
provide a corrective action plan.

Waivers Required to Employ Certain Individuals

Any pharmacy or drug distributor who employs or wishes to employ
an individual who has entered a plea of guilty, no contest, nolo conten-
dere, or otherwise been convicted of a criminal controlled substance (CS)
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violation must obtain a waiver before granting the person access to any
CS. Awaiver is required for this individual indefinitely. If the violation
was a misdemeanor, a waiver must be obtained from the Missouri Bureau
of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs (MO BNDD). If the violation was a
felony, a waiver must be obtained from the MO BNDD and the federal
Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA). If the individual’s violation
was a misdemeanor, MO BNDD will not issue a waiver allowing the
individual to have access to CS for at least two years. If the individual’s
violation was a felony, MO BNDD will not issue a waiver allowing the
individual to have access to CS for at least seven years. Waivers must
be requested and obtained in writing and signed. A waiver request must
include justifications for the request, explain what access the individual
will have to CS, and include a job description at the registered location
where the waiver is being sought. Any waiver request made within the
time restrictions noted above for employment, must also provide what
specific guarantees will be made to ensure that the person for whom the
waiver is sought will have no access to CS. For additional information
and a waiver application form, please visit the MO BNDD Web site at
www.dhss.mo.gov/BNDD and click on “Applications and Forms.”
