Renewal Applications — Pharmacists

All 2008 pharmacist license renewal applications were
mailed in mid-November. Your license to practice pharmacy
in New Hampshire expires on December 31, 2007. You may
not practice pharmacy in this state after that date unless your
renewal application has been received and accepted by the
New Hampshire Board of Pharmacy. If you have not received
an application, please contact the Board offce immediately
(via phone at 603/271-2350 or via e-mail at pharmacy.board
@nh.gov).

Again, please be extremely cautious when completing the
“Report on Continuing Education” section of the renewal ap-
plication. If you are selected for the random audit, you will be
asked to submit original certifcates and/or documentation to
support the continuing education (CE) information provided
on your application. Reminder: Do not send CE certificates
with your renewal application.

You are advised to inventory your 2007 CE records now
to ensure that completed programs are approved by the Ac-
creditation Council for Pharmacy Education or a state board
of pharmacy or recognized as Category | continuing medical
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education by the American Medical Association. Nothing else
is acceptable. Be sure you have certifcates of participation and/
or completion for all of your CE coursework in case you are
audited. If you have any questions, call the Board of fce.

Renewal Applications — Pharmacies

As with pharmacist renewals, all pharmacy permits expire on
December 31, 2007. Renewal applications were mailed to each
New Hampshire pharmacy (or corporate of fce) in mid-Novem-
ber and should be returned to the Board offce, for processing,
no later than December 15, 2007. Please note that pharmacy
permits are issued in the name of the corporation or the owner
of the pharmacy. However, as in the past, each pharmacy must
have a designated pharmacist-in-charge (PIC) in order for the
permit to be valid and in good standing. The name of the cur-
rent designated PIC will continue to appear on each pharmacy
permit. Pharmacy permits are not transferable, and when the
PIC terminates employment at that location, the Board must
be immediately notifed and an Amend-A-Pharmacy Permit
form must be submitted with the applicable fee.

Pharmacy Technicians

Pharmacy technician registrations do not expire until
March 31, 2008, and renewal applications will be mailed in
mid-February. Renewal applications will be mailed to the tech-
nician’s address-of-record (on fle here at the Board). Techni-
cians should be advised that if they have changed their address
or location of employment, such changes must be reported in
writing to the Board offce within 15 days of occurrence.

As a reminder, the PIC is advised to check with the Board
when hiring new pharmacy technicians relative to current
registration status (a number of registrations have been revoked
or surrendered during 2007). Also, all pharmacy technicians
are required to wear a name tag that clearly identifes them as
a “pharmacy technician.”
