Board Meeting – September 20, 2006
Board Takes Action on Technician Renewals

The Oklahoma State Board of Pharmacy ruled on phar-
macy technician permit renewals of persons not working 
in a licensed pharmacy. A person not working in a licensed 
pharmacy will be unable to hold a pharmacy technician 
permit.
Disciplinary Action
Digi Biddle, DPh #11846 – Case 683 – Request for 

Probation to be removed: The suspension/probation of 
respondent’s license was removed and her license was 
returned to good standing.

The Board took action in one (1) impaired case: 
Case 793 – DPh #8257, respondent’s pharmacist license 

was suspended for ten (10) years until September 20, 2016.  
He may request probation upon receiving a “fit for duty” 
evaluation by Oklahoma Pharmacists Helping Pharmacists 
(OPHP). He shall maintain a contract with OPHP. 

Board Meeting – November 15, 2006
No cases were heard during the November meeting.

Oklahoma Pharmacists Helping Pharmacists 
(OPHP) Report

A 2006 OPHP report was presented by Kim McKown 
of Compass Vision. During 2006, OPHP had sixteen (16) 
new participants. Five (5) were regulatory and eleven (11) 
were nonregulatory. At the present time there are a total 
of fifty (50) participants in OPHP with twenty-nine (29) 
Board ordered and twenty-one (21) voluntarily self referred. 
There were eleven (11) closures during 2006. Two (2) were  
closures because they did not meet the criteria of the pro-
gram. Three (3) were compliant closures and six (6) non-
compliant closures. One thousand fifty-six (1,056) total body 
fluid tests were made in 2006. There were eight (8) dilute 
tests, twenty-seven (27) out-of-range tests, and twelve (12) 
positive tests.

The Board is pleased with the volunteers working for 
OPHP. The program has had many successes and helped 
many pharmacists and their families. Keep up the good 
work!
From the Inspectors
♦	 Controlled Dangerous Substances (CDS) Identifica-

tion (ID) Requirements: As of February 1, 2007, the 
Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics & Dangerous Drugs 
(OBNDD) will be checking for customer IDs on control 
submissions for CDS 3-5. Please begin submitting cus-
tomer ID information as soon as possible. The definition 
of customer ID will be clarified this year in the legislative 
session. Any government-issued ID will be acceptable for 
the purchase of CDS 2-5.  However, the driver’s license 
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or state-issued photo ID is still required for the purchase 
of pseudoephedrine (PSE). When submitting the customer 
ID, please do not add any prefixes or suffixes (ie, OK, 36, 
99). Only submit the numbers on the ID card.

♦	 PSE Questions: Please direct questions regarding control 
of PSE to the OBNDD at 405/521-2885. 

♦	 Watch for doctor-patient relationship: Be aware that the 
supervising physician of a nurse practitioner or physician’s 
assistant (PA) may not have a doctor-patient relationship. 
So if an advanced registered nurse practioner or PA writes 
for a large quantity of CDS, you can not automatically 
put it under the physician’s name to justify the larger 
quantity.

♦	 Hospice Prescriptions: Our last Newsletter stated that 
hospice nurses can not act as the agent of the physician. 
The intent was to make pharmacists aware that only an em-
ployee of the physician can be an agent of the physician. 
The Board recommends that if a prescription is called in 
by a hospice employee rather than the physician’s office, 
it is advisable for the pharmacy to verify the prescriptions 
with the doctor’s office. Another option might be to have 
the physician designate in writing that the hospice nurse 
may act as his or her agent. We have been told that some 
hospices require a signed agreement with the physician 
to make these calls.

♦	 Suboxone® dispensing: Any physician prescribing Sub-
oxone for “detox” must have specific training and obtain 
a Drug Enforcement Administration number beginning 
with an “X.”  

Be Aware!
There have been several “mail order pharmacies” fax-

ing contracts to Oklahoma pharmacies asking that the 
pharmacy become a member of their network. The letter 
indicates that several pharmacies in the area are part of the 
network. We have notified them to Cease & Desist because 
it would cause the Oklahoma pharmacies to be in violation 
of the law. Oklahoma Administrative Code 535:15-3-13 (d),  
Pharmacist’s responsibility in a pharmacy, prohibits a phar-

macy from dispensing a prescription that has been generated 
from a questionnaire without a patient-physician-pharmacy 
relationship.
Reminder

Board rules require that all registrants (pharmacists, 
technicians, and interns) notify the Board in writing within 
ten (10) days of a change of address or employment. Also, 
pharmacist licenses and technician permits are now renewed 
according to birth month. If you do not receive a renewal 
prior to expiration, it is your responsibility to contact the 
Board. It is crucial that we have your current correct address 
on file at the Board.
