Jonathan Fouse, Tech #8286 – Case No. 799: Charges: Abuse 

of alcohol or drugs, using an illegal controlled dangerous 
substance (CDS), and/or testing positive for such substance 
or its metabolite. Permit revoked.

Tammy Mosier, Tech #2660 – Case No. 800: Charges: Theft. 
Permit revoked.

Jaree Lynn Spurlock, DPh #12777 – Case No. 803: Charges: 
Theft of CDS; knowingly or intentionally distributing a CDS; 
and theft of merchandise. Permit revoked.

Charles Zachary Stover, Tech #4119 – Case No. 801:  
Charges: Unlawfully distributing a CDS and unlawful posses-
sion of a CDS with intent to distribute. Permit revoked.

Christine Tabaka, Tech #9143 – Case No. 802: Charges: 
Abuse of alcohol or drugs, using an illegal CDS substance, 
and/or testing positive for such substance or its metabolite; 
conducting business in a registrant’s capacity without rea-
sonable skill and safety; failure to have completed a high 
school education or general education development (GED), 
be of good moral character, be non-impaired (eg, alcohol or 
drugs) and have adequate education to perform assigned du-
ties. Permit revoked.
The Oklahoma State Board of Pharmacy took action in three (3) 

impaired cases:
Case 630 – DPh #11157, respondent’s probation and the suspen-

sion of his pharmacist license was removed. He may begin 
the six (6) month transition period to end his contract with 
Oklahoma Pharmacists Helping Pharmacists (OPHP). 

Case 804 – DPh #12842, respondent failed to participate in 
a rehabilitation program for the impaired as required by the 
Board. Her pharmacist license was revoked. 

Case 745 – DPh #11290, respondent’s license was placed 
on probation for the purpose of obtaining employment as a 
nuclear pharmacist. Respondent is required to have an on-
site monitor at his workplace and to continue his contract 
with OPHP.

	Pseudoephedrine (PSE) questions: Please direct ques-

	New Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) numbers: 
New DEA numbers assigned to new physicians will begin 
with the letter F. For example: John Smith – FS5555555.

	Technician supervision and pharmacist responsibility: 
When working with a technician the pharmacist is respon-
sible for the actions of that technician. We realize that most 
pharmacists are “trusting” and “busy” persons. Even so, the 
pharmacist is still responsible for what the technician does. 
We are seeing too many cases of technicians stealing CDS 
drugs in large quantities to sell, give to friends, or for per-
sonal use. The Board is setting a new policy that will require 
charges to be made against pharmacists that are derelict in 
the supervision of their technicians.

	Technician training: The pharmacist-in-charge (PIC) or 
pharmacy manager is responsible for training technicians and 
for having documentation of this training in the pharmacy. 
We suggest that you make all pharmacists aware of where 
these records are kept so that they may be reviewed during 
inspections. It is also the PIC’s responsibility to post a work 
schedule for both technicians and clerks.

	Annual CDS inventory: Board rules require that “an inven-
tory of all controlled substances (CDS) must be taken be-
tween May 1 and July 1 of each year. A copy of this inventory 
will be included with the pharmacy renewal application.” 
Pharmacies must maintain their annual CDS inventory 
in the pharmacy and submit a copy to the Board at the 
time of their renewal. CDS inventories taken due to a PIC 
change must still be submitted to the Board at the time of the 
change. The Board will mail inventory forms to pharmacies 
during the last week of April. Forms are also available online 
at www.pharmacy.ok.gov under “Download Forms” and then 
“Pharmacies.”

	PSE inventory: All over-the-counter PSE products must be 
included in your annual CDS inventory.

	DEA required training and self-certification for PSE: DEA 
training and self certification required to sell drug products 
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containing ephedrine, PSE, and phenylpropanolamine PDF is 
available online at www.deadiversion.usdoj.gov/meth/. This link 
is also available from the Board Web site under “Related Links.” 
(Only one certificate per retail store is required.) 

	DEA 222 Forms: We still find pharmacies with 222 Forms that are 
not filled out showing the receipt of the medication. In some cases 
where there are several pharmacists, each one thinks the other is 
going to take care of it. Set up a system so that the forms are com-
pleted correctly before filing.

	Expiration dates – United States Pharmacopeia Guideline: 
When stating the expiration date of a repackaged drug on the 
prescription label, the date can only be one year from the date of 
repackaging or the date on the original package if that date is 
less than one year. This would apply to drugs removed from the 
original container and placed in another container, ie, bottle, vial, 
or bingo card.

	Out-of-date drugs: Please set up a procedure where someone is 
responsible for checking the expiration dates on a regular basis, 
possibly monthly. See rule 535:15-3-11(c). 

Reminder
Board rules require that all registrants (pharmacists, technicians, 

and interns) notify the Board in writing within ten (10) days of a 
change of address or employment. Also, pharmacist licenses and 
technician permits are now renewed according to birth month. If you 
do not receive a renewal prior to expiration, it is your responsibility 
to contact the Board. It is crucial that we have your current correct 
address on file at the Board.
Technicians and You

Technicians do not have as much at risk as pharmacists and some 
seem to be either unaware or unconcerned about the consequences 
of their actions. The majority of technician disciplinary cases in-
volve stealing drugs or merchandise, yet pharmacists are usually 
shocked that a technician would steal from them or the pharmacy. 
It is important that pharmacists do a better, more professional 
job in training and supervising technicians: 
1.	 Carefully follow your technician training guidelines. (Board guide-

lines are available at www.pharmacy.ok.gov, technician training 
manuals are available from www.opha.com) 

2.	 Keep verification of all training in each technician’s file. 
3.	 Observe and supervise properly. 

4.	 Have them read the technician rules and ask questions if there is 
something they do not understand. 

5.	 Have them read the Board Newsletters. 
6.	 Encourage them to take continuing education (CE) courses and 

possibly become certified. 
7.	 Encourage them to ask questions if they do not understand some-

thing in the filling process. 
8.	 Do not become complacent with your processes in the pharmacy. 
9.	 Be observant at all times. 

It is the pharmacist’s responsibility to ensure that the technicians: 
	 are well trained; 
	 know what is expected of them; 
	 understand what they can and cannot do; 
	 are supervised properly; and
	 have a current permit posted with the proper picture  

	   identification attached.
