Disciplinary Action
Sherri L. Cleek, Tech #322 – Case No. 815: Charges: Theft of 

merchandise. Permit suspended for four (4) years until June 6, 
2011. Permit will be placed on probation beginning December 
6, 2007. Fined $500.

Melissa D. Faria, Tech #5867 – Case No. 818: Charges: Theft of 
merchandise and possession of a controlled dangerous substance 
(CDS) without a valid prescription. Permit revoked.

Marc Webb, Tech #6760 – Case No. 817: Charges: Possession of 
a CDS without a valid prescription and abuse of alcohol or drugs, 
using an illegal CDS substance, and/or testing positive for such 
substance or its metabolite. Permit revoked.

Dennis Click, DPh  #7770 – Case No. 812: Charges: Attempt-
ing diagnosis or treatment that might infringe upon the legally 
constituted right or obligation of any practitioner of the healing 
art; theft of merchandise; forging or increasing the quantity of 
drug in any prescription; possession of a dangerous drug without 
a valid prescription; and obtaining or attempting to obtain a CDS 
by forgery of, alteration of, adding any information to or changing 
any information on a prescription. License revoked.
The Board took action in two (2) impaired cases:

Case 813 – DPh #10460, respondent’s license was suspended for 
ten (10) years until June 6, 2017. The suspension will be placed on 
probation beginning June 7, 2007. He must enter into and abide 
by a contract with Oklahoma Pharmacists Helping Pharmacists 
(OPHP) for 10 years. He may request release of his OPHP con-
tract after five years. All continuing education (CE) for 2007 
and 2008 must be “Live CE” and he must attend a one-day law 
seminar in 2007 and 2008 in addition to his required 15 hours 
of CE. Total fine of $1,000. 

Case 821 – DPh #12939, respondent was ordered to obtain an 
evaluation at the University of Oklahoma Physicians ExecuCare 
before the July 18, 2007 Board meeting. Respondent’s license was 
suspended until the July 18, 2007 Board meeting. If the physician 
recommends that respondent should enter into a contract with 
OPHP, he should sign and abide by such contract.

Joyce E. Proctor, Tech #9897 – Case No. 816: Charges: Pos-
session of a CDS without a valid prescription; obtaining or at-
tempting to obtain a CDS by fraud; possession of a dangerous 
drug without a valid prescription; and forging or increasing the 
quantity of drug in a prescription. Permit revoked.

Alexis Ward, Tech #9059 – Case No. 811: Charges: Failure to 
disclose a drug or alcohol related conviction; furnishing false 
or fraudulent material in an application made to the Board; and 
failure to disclose use or abuse of an illegal CDS substance. Fined 
$150 and ordered to provide the Board a copy of the Order 
expunging the deferred sentences from her record.

Michael Howard Womack, DPh, #12564 – Case No. 820: Charges: 
Possession of a CDS without a valid prescription; obtaining a 
CDS by fraud; submitting fraudulent billing to a third-party 
payer and failing to participate in a rehabilitation program for 
the impaired. License revoked. He cannot apply to sit for an 
examination for pharmacist licensure for five (5) years. He 
will pay a fine of $5,000.
The Board took action in one (1) impaired case: 

Case 821 – DPh #12939, respondent was suspended for one (1) year 
until July 18, 2008, and must enter into and abide by a contract 
with OPHP within one year. He may request to appear before 
the Board after one year to request probation.

Tyler Miller, Tech #8139 – Case No. 826: Charges: Theft of 
merchandise and possession of a CDS without a valid prescrip-
tion. Permit revoked.

From the Inspectors
Physician Assistant (PA) Law Change: ♦♦ Effective July 1, 2007, 
the Oklahoma Board of Medical Licensure and Supervision 
amended the rules for PA prescriptive and dispensing authority. 
Prescriptions for non-controlled medications are limited to a 
30-day supply with two (2) refills of an agent prescribed for a 
new diagnosis. For patients with an established diagnosis, up to 
a 90-day supply with refills up to one year can be written and 
signed, or called into a pharmacy by a PA. Prescriptions for 
Schedules III, IV, and V controlled medications are limited to 
a 30-day supply with no refills. In order for a PA to prescribe a 
controlled substance in an out-patient setting, the PA must be 
currently registered with the Drug Enforcement Administration 
and Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs. 
Labeling individual doses to long-term care facilities:♦♦  When 
sending individual dosage units (such as compounded topical 
products in syringes) to nursing homes, please make sure that 
each unit is labeled as to drug, strength, lot number, and expi-
ration date. We do not expect each individual syringe to have 
complete patient labeling, but if it gets separated from the main 
container, the nursing home has no way of knowing what the 
product is.
Tamper-Resistant Prescription Pads:♦♦  A new federal law re-
quires written prescriptions for Medicaid prescriptions to be 
written on tamper-resistant prescription pads beginning October 
1, 2007. This requirement does not apply to prescriptions that 
are electronically transmitted or ordered over the phone. It also 
does not apply to prescriptions for patients in nursing homes, 
intermediate care facilities for the mentally retarded, or other 
institutional settings. For more details as to what constitutes 
tamper resistant, please go to the Oklahoma Health Care Au-
thority’s Web site at www.okhca.org.

Reminder
Board rules require that all registrants (pharmacists, technicians, 

and interns) notify the Board in writing within ten (10) days of a 
change of address or employment. Also, pharmacist licenses and 
technician permits are now renewed according to birth month. If you 
do not receive a renewal prior to expiration, it is your responsibility 
to contact the Board. It is crucial that we have your current correct 
address on file at the Board.
